Guidelines for Picketing

DO:

DO NOT:

YOU HAVE A LEGAL RIGHT TO PEACEFULLY PICKET

IN SUPPORT OF A LAWFUL STRIKE
Remain peaceful, calm and orderly.
Keep moving.
Be courteous.
Use only picket signs provided/approved.
Use only flyers supplied.
Allow access to anyone entering or leaving the facility.
Cooperate with police.

Keep the area clean; do not litter.

Block entrances or exits.
Interfere with traffic.

Physically touch any person approaching or crossing the picket
line.

Attempt to frighten off consumers or employees.
Threaten or intimidate -- by words or gestures.

Make statements to police, reporters, managers, security—refer
them to a designated spokesperson.

Use foul or abusive language; litter; drink alcohol.
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
